“Garden in the Woods encompasses 45 acres sculpted by retreating glaciers into eskers,
steep-sided valleys, and a kettle pond. Here you'll find inspiration for your own garden and a
new appreciation for the plant life of our region,” notes Uli Lorimer, Director of Horticulture at
Native Plant Trust.
